Since our last catalogue, my father David Barker, founder
of Hopleys, has passed away.  His passion and
enthusiasm for plants and keen observation led to the
introduction of numerous good garden plants such as
Potentilla ‘Red Ace’, Lavatera ‘Barnsley’, Origanum
‘Hopleys’, Sphaeralcea ‘Newleaze Coral’ and over 100
others.  He would be so pleased to see so many of his
favourites listed in the following pages.  

Much has changed to the nursery industry in the last two
years.  The effect of climate change is becoming more
noticeable and as a result the range of plants we now grow
includes many more suited to hotter, drier Summers.
Having had so much rain this Winter to the extent that the
nursery and garden are a quagmire as I write, surely hose-
pipe bans will not be imposed this year as gardening without
water is hard work.

Perennials
DIASCIA personata ‘Hopleys’ has proved to

be hardy outside over the last two Winters.
Growing to 90cm, this is an ideal border plant
with a long flowering season.

The two Mallow hybrids ‘Parkallee’ and
‘Parkrondell’ both look well in the fine
herbaceous borders at Wisley so we thought we
would try them here.

We are pleased to find a different colour of the
mildew resistant New England ASTER, ‘Marina
Wolkonsky’ has deep violet flowers.  Also ‘LIttle
Carlow’ has very nice intense blue flowers.

AGASTACHE has seen a lot of new cultivars
bringing subtle colours to augment the aromatic
leaves.  Useful for late colour.

A lot of good new ECHINACEA purpurea
cultivars of recent introduction, particularly
‘Sunrise’ and ‘Sunset’ with yellow and orange
flowers respectively, and also ‘Ruby Giant’ with
its huge flowers.

Quite a few species of DIERAMA have crept
in this year - none available in large numbers.

GENTIANS were always a favourite of my
father who raised many of those listed from seed
himself - we have yet to see them all flower.

PENSTEMONS have always been a favourite
of ours for their long flowering interest - several of
the newer cultivars are included this year.

EUPHORBIA ‘Diamond Frost’ is wonderful in
pots and baskets as its frothy flowers last for
ages.  EUPHORBIA ‘Efanthia’ and the
variegated ‘Helena’ have proved effective and
reliable in the garden and are both
recommended. 

Having seen ACTAEA simplex ‘Pink Spike’
looking so good on trial at Wisley, we are pleased
to have this fine form listed this year.

There are so many new HEUCHERA cultivars
often difficult to tell apart, however ‘Green Spice’
is a welcome addition.  Not sure that we like the
lime green leaves of ‘Key Lime Pie’ and will
await judgement until it proves itself in the
garden.

Two very nice new SEDUM’s, ‘Red Cauli’ and
‘Lynda Windsor’.

and so on, and so on....

Shrubs
Our ABELIA x grandiflora ‘Hopleys’ has

proved very successful in recent trials of ABELIA
at Wisley being one of few to continue to thrive
over Winter.  It is also proving to be very popular
in Europe and Japan as well as in the UK.  Our
best introduction for many years!

Many many years ago we introduced
LAVATERA ‘Barnsley’ so we were interested to
see a silver leaved form in Holland called ‘Silver
Barnsley’.

SPHAERALCEAS ‘Newleaze Coral’ and
‘Hopleys Lavender’ continue to prove their
garden worth, especially suited to hot dry
Summers of late.

Trees
An increasing range of trees is offered,

particularly if specimens exist in Hopleys Garden.
Many have good Autumn colours or interesting
Winter bark.  We also include a few fruit trees
since these seem difficult for people to get locally.  

Grasses
Many good new grasses are included,

especially two dwarf forms of CORTADERIA -
‘Evita’ and ‘Splendid Star’ .

MELINIS nerviglumis with most beautiful
ruby pink flowers was the finest new grass at
Chelsea last year (shown by Knoll Gardens).

Several good new cultivars of MISCANTHUS
sinensis are offered including ‘Little Zebra’ - a
compact form of ‘Zebrinus’ growing to only 1.2m
and ‘Ghana’ with golden leaves.

CAREX tenuiculmis was a particularly good
seller last year so we are interested to see if the
cultivar ‘Cappucino’ is an improvement.

Look also at some fine forms of PANICUM as
well as a couple of forms of ERAGROSTIS.

AND A FINAL NOTE:
Family Name Changes - Many of the most well
known families such as Compositae, Gramineae,
Labiatae, Leguminosae and Umbelliferae no
longer exist. Others such as Liliaceae have been
divided up into numerous new ones. We trust the
botanists know what they are doing.  We believe
we are fully up to date with the changes (not a
chance!).
